Since our
founding, we have awarded over $10.5 million in scholarships and other
support to women across Northern Nevada, including rural areas—all made
possible through the generosity of local donors.

What began in 1983 with two $500 scholarships has grown into a program
awarding over $500,000 annually. Over the years, we have tracked the
impact of these scholarships, gathering data on the women served, their
educational paths, and career achievements. Today, our scholarship
recipients contribute across diverse fields, including medicine, healthcare,
business, government, education, engineering, science, entrepreneurship,
and beyond.

The Nevada Women’s Fund Allocations Committee is comprised of 17 dedicated members,
including representatives from the Nevada Women’s Fund Board and respected community
leaders. This committed team carefully reviews and evaluates every eligible application
submitted. Applicants may apply for either degree or non-degree funding. After thorough
consideration, each applicant is thoughtfully matched with the most appropriate scholarship
donor(s) to best support their educational goals.

Communication, Monitoring, Evaluation

recipient(s), to hear firsthand the inspiring stories of the remarkable women whose lives have
been positively impacted by their generosity. Nevada Women’s Fund actively collects data
from both current and past scholarship recipients to assess programmatic success and
ensure donor satisfaction.
